I followed up on a few things from the meeting with Rob Brindley:  Maybe you could forward to the others

1.  The highway billboard – Rob has contacted Pattison and CBS Outdoor signs.  Pattison won’t return his calls and CBS won’t install new signs and all they can offer are intermittent use (i.e. few months/ year) inside Stratford.  He is getting frustrated with the process but is still trying.  He is aware of the $4000 BIA has budgeted and will let us know when it’s a go

2.  About the web site video he said that if there are concerns people need to let him know.  The Town did back them as far as a letter but if it was misleading or people aren’t happy with the sales pitch or service, they need to let him know.

3.  The Tourism brand remains as always and brochures etc. do say Tourism St. Marys and will continue to do so – this is stated in the Strategic Plan.
